Orders are being taken year-round for bricks in the Mercer County Courthouse Memorial and Honor Garden.  This garden is located to the east and west of the Northern Portico of the Mercer County Courthouse. It was created to give citizens—or ex-citizens, or descendents of ex-citizens—of the county the ability to memorialize their loved ones, both living and dead.  Inscriptions are cut into bricks and the bricks are set in the garden.  In this quiet and thoughtful place, their name will be read and remembered for many years to come.
Bricks have been purchased for many reasons; to memorialize a person who has died, a Mercer Countian buried elsewhere, to honor an historic event or person, to remember a retiring coworker, to show community pride, to celebrate a persons birth, as Christmas or birthday gifts, a gift for a person ‘who has everything,’ and the list goes on.  

The Mercer County Courthouse Memorial and Honor Garden Committee is a non-partisan, non-profit organization whose goal is to create an attractive and peaceful garden on county property.  The Committee’s secondary goal is to maintain the garden areas through plantings and general maintenance without cost to the taxpayers of Mercer County.  No county funds have been used in building or renovating the garden area.

The fewer letters and lines used, the better the brick looks and the longer it will last.  Please do not use phrases such as “In memory of . . .” or “In honor of . . . .”  It is understood that this is a memorial and honor garden.  Phrases such as “Loving Parents” or “1945-1995” or “Wife and Mother” are acceptable.  (These are recommendations—it’s your brick, write what you want it to say.)  Please do NOT use punctuation.  (The exception is if the name needs the punctuation; such as the O’ in O’TOOLE.)  Please circle any letters that need to be lowercased; such as the c in McDonald—other than those all letters will be capitalized.  Please use good taste in phrasing.  All names and phrases will be centered on the brick.
